. A public health center and/or Osaka University may instruct you to quarantine yourself at home or take a PCR test. Be absolutely sure
to follow their instructions.

. If you have been instructed to quarantine yourself at home, do not come to campus for any reason. Your department will make
arrangements to prevent any penalties with regards to your studies due to missing classes, exams, or other assignments because of
